About St. Andrew’s

St. Andrew’s Theological College and Seminary was established in 1971 by the Orthodox Anglican Church.
On September 3, 1975 the school was incorporated in the State of North Carolina as a non-profit, religious,
educational institution. The seminary provided denominationally-specific theological training and education
for Orthodox Anglican clergy in aresidential setting. In 1995, a distance education program was initiated to
allow students, who were unable to enter the residential program, to prepare for the ministry by studying via
correspondence while attending workshops and seminars scheduled at churches across the United States. St.
Andrew’s aso opened enrollment to students who were not members of the Orthodox Anglican Church. On
April 13, 2003, St. Andrew’s was recognized by the government of the Republic of Italy as a juridical
personality (legal corporation), authorized to act as a religious educational institution. In February 2009 the
school was recognized as an Applicant for initial accreditation by the Association for Biblical Higher
Education.

St. Andrew’s is thus the oldest continuously running school of its type in the United States, and now has an
international role in training the next generation of Christian leadership. St. Andrew's conducts theological
instruction online, by distance learning and from locations in North Carolina, Arizona, and Florence, Italy.

Recognition & Licensure

career preparation for the Christian ministry through the study of theology and the Bible. It has been declared
by the appropriate state authority exempt from the requirements for licensure under provisions of North
Carolina General Statutes 115D-88(1). Exemption from licensure is not based upon assessment of program
guality under established licensing standards.

St. Andrew’s Theological College and Seminary holds applicant status with the Association for Biblical Higher
Education, 5850 T. G. Lee Blvd, Ste. 130, Orlando, FL 32822; 407.207.0808. Applicant status is a pre-
membership status granted to those institutions that meet the ABHE Conditions of Eligibility and that possess
such qualities as may provide a basis for achieving candidate status within four years. ABHE is an officially
recognized “national accrediting association” by the U.S. Department of Education (www.ed.gov); is an
officially recognized “faith-based” accrediting agency by the Council for Higher Education Accreditation
(www.chea.org), and is a part of a global network that relates to regional or continental higher educational
agencies through the International Council for Evangelical Theological Education (www.icete-edu.or g).

On June 21 AD 2008, the Board of Trustees of St. Andrew's adopted a resolution to seek accreditation with
the Association for Biblical Higher Education of its academic programs conducted in the United States. Such
resolution is no guarantee expressed or implied that St. Andrew's will be granted recognition by the
accrediting agency. In February, 2009, ABHE granted St. Andrew’s Applicant status. Prospective students
seeking to earn transfer credit only, are strongly advised to review the transfer standards of their respective
institutions and to consult with their academic advisors prior to enrolling at the Seminary.

St. Andrew’s Theological College and Seminary is officialy recognized as an
Associate Body of the "National Confederation of the Italian Popular
